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IX.  Public Hearings

1. Ordinance #10-11 — Second Reading — Amending Language in the Land
Development Code Regarding the Maximum Permitted Retail Square
Footage in the Village Center Overlay District.

Mr. Ardaman read Ordinance #10-11 aloud by title.

Council Member Koval made a motion to approve Ordinance #10-11 on second reading amending
Chapter 3, Article 11, Section 2(b)(3) of the City’s Land Development Code. Council Member Carson
seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

XI.  Old Business
1. Bus Stop Sponsorship and Advertising Agreement.

Council Member Hunt made a motion to approve the bus stop sponsorship and advertising agreement
between Premier International Realty and the City, subject to the City Attorney and City Manager
adding clarifying language to provide protection for the City. Council Member Carson seconded, and
the motion passed unanimously.

XIl.  New Business

1. Award of Bid #05-11 for the No Name Lake Outfall System Improvement
Project.

Council Member Carson moved to approve the award of Bid #05-11 to the lowest responsive and
responsible bidder Wal-Rose, Inc. for the low bid amount of $454,657.00, plus a contingency reserve
of $22,732.85. Council Member Koval seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

2. Proposal for Pre-Construction Administration Services — GAI Consultants, Inc.
Naranja Road and 2" Street, Drainage Improvements.

Council Member Koval moved to approve a budget limit of $9,975.00 for GAI Consultants, Inc. to
provide Pre-Construction Administration services for the Naranja Road and 2" Street Drainage
Improvements project. Council Member Hunt seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

3. Budget Adjustment — CEI Services — GAI Consultants, Inc. - Lake Anna Maria,
Lake Maud, Lake Olivia, Lake Susan, Stormwater Outfall System (LAMMOS).

Council Member Koval moved to approve the budget adjustment of $9,122.50 for additional CEI
Services by GAI Consultants, Inc. for the Lake Anna Maria, Lake Maud, Lake Olivia, Lake Susan,
Stormwater Outfall System project. Council Member Hunt seconded, and the motion passed
unanimously.
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4. Task Orders for Pegasus Engineering, LLC to Close Out the West Side Emergency
Flood Management System Project.

Council Member Koval made a motion to approve Task Order 2010-02 (Amendment #3) for Pegasus
Engineering, LLC in the amount of $10,000, and Task Order 2010-12 for Pegasus Engineering in the
amount of $10,000, for a total of $20,000 in order to close-out all remaining tasks with DEM / FEMA,
FDOT, SJRWMD, and FDEP. Council Member Hunt seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

5. Joint Project Agreement for Utility Relocation between Volusia County and City of
DeBary for US 17/92 and Highbanks Mast Arm Project.

Council Member Hunt moved to approve the Joint Project Agreement with the County of Volusia and
authorize the Manager to execute same. Vice Mayor Lenzen seconded, and the motion passed
unanimously.

6. Discussion of Holiday Music Program in Conjunction with the Community
Partnership Program, Inc. (Council Member Carson).

Council Member Hunt made a motion to co-sponsor a holiday music program with the Community
Partnership Program, Inc. scheduled for December 3, 2011, by providing security and lighting in an
amount not to exceed $1,500. Council Member Carson seconded. The motion failed 2-2, with
Council Member Koval and Vice Mayor Lenzen dissenting.

7. Approval of Purchase of Holiday Banners.

Council Member Hunt made a motion to direct staff to purchase 100 holiday banners and brackets for
installation from Banner Works, in an amount not to exceed $12,740. Council Member Koval
seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
